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Student Planners 

 Please encourage your children 
to record lists, assignments, projects, ex-
cursions or other special school events in 
their student planner.  Ask to see their 
student planner each night.  Put your 
initials in the planner.  Students must 
take greater responsibility for their own 
learning as they mature. Recording, plan-
ning, budgeting time and being organized 
are life skills.  With students, parents and 
teachers taking part in this learning part-
nership, we can ensure students have all 
the essential skills to be successful with 
the challenges which will face them in the 
future. 

Retelling a Story 

 Besides reading to your child 
for a few minutes each night ask them to 
retell what they have read in  a favorite 
story or even a movie. Using details in 
retelling stories is a skill. This is a way of 
checking for understanding.  It will help 
you know what your child is able to com-
prehend.  Retelling part of  a story using 
details helps students focus on the se-
quence of events. It forces children to 
retell ideas in the right order.  What hap-
pens next? This is called sequencing. As 
well  students use details to explain the 
main idea.   This skill is especially is im-
portant for young children to develop. 

READ READ READ 

Primary Math Ideas At Home 

 Invite your child to build and 
measure things,ie recipes 

 Estimate and count things in the 
grocery store 

 How far is a kilometre.  Walk one 
together 

 Record license plates and ask your 
child to double the digits 

 Add the sum of the license plate 
number. Add 2 subtract 3 add 1 

 
 Take a pocket full of change and 

estimate the amount. Sort and 
count them. How close were you 
to the estimate. 

 Count forwards and backwards 
starting with different numbers. 
Use playing cards to help really 
young children 

 Make a grocery list and use flyers 
to estimate the total cost of the list 

 Ask your child to show how you 
would show a third, a quarter or  a 
half of a cookie. 

 Play board games or use number 
dice, cards, or dominos to count 

 Read numbers in the newspaper 
or telephone book, on bills 

 Help your child identify  3 dimen-
sional geometric shapes like cubes, 
pyramids, cones, spheres, and 
cylinders. Have them explain the 
difference between a sphere and a 
circle. 

This kind of incidental learning can 
impact young children more than you 
know. When young children start to 
explore numbers and how they connect 
to the world around them it improves 
there understanding of the value and 
the role that mathematics play in their 
lives.
